
This Morning’s Sermon Summary 

This sermon on Matthew 7:21–27 teaches that not all who 

claim faith in Jesus Christ are truly saved, emphasizing 

that genuine, saving faith is demonstrated by obedience 

and a transformed life rather than mere words, religious 

activity, or spiritual displays. Many people may sincerely 

believe they follow Christ—calling Him “Lord,” 

preaching, or doing impressive works—but still lack a 

real relationship with Him because they do not do the 

will of God, which includes trusting in Christ and living 

out His teachings. Jesus contrasts true believers, who 

both hear and act on His words like a wise builder on a 

firm foundation, with false believers who hear but do not 

obey, deceiving themselves. The message clarifies that 

salvation is by grace through faith, not works, yet true 

faith inevitably produces a changed heart and lifestyle 

marked by growing obedience. Ultimately, listeners are 

urged to examine themselves, ensuring their faith is 

authentic and active, leading to a life that reflects Christ 

beyond outward religion.
